CURRENTLY READS:

(K) NATIONAL CONVENTION LIAISON CHAIRMAN (appointed each year by the National President) shall:

(1) 	Act as Chairman of and with the National Convention Chairman, Marine Corps League. 

(2) 	Make only one (1) visit per site selection per year. 

(3) 	Have available material for next convention from the Marine Corps League Convention Chairman. 

(4)  	See that necessary working equipment and materials are available to National Committee members. 

(5) 	Extend necessary information and assistance to the National President, National Officers and members until the close of convention. 

(6) 	Open National Convention in ritualistic form. 

(7) 	Wear proper attire when performing the duties of the office. (Refer to Section 1005 [G][1], Administrative Procedures.) 

AMEND TO READ:
(K) NATIONAL CONVENTION COMMITTEE LIAISON CHAIRMAN (appointed each
  year by the National President) shall:

(1) 	Be the Auxiliary’s member of the Marine Corps League Convention/Conference Committee 

(2) 	Make site visits as they relate to the National Midwinter Conference and National Conventions as required by the committee. Reimbursement for these site visits shall not exceed the yearly budgeted amount.

(3) 	Have information available for the Midwinter Conference and the National Convention. 

(4) 	Attend Zoom meetings held by the National Convention Host Committee as the Auxiliary’s representative. 

(5	Work with the MCL Convention/Conference Committee representatives to ensure the Auxiliary has the space and equipment necessary to conduct the Auxiliary meetings and for the Auxiliary’s Ship Store. 

(5) 	Extend necessary information and assistance to the National President, National Officers and members until the close of convention. 

(6) 	Open National Convention in ritualistic form. 

(7) 	Wear proper attire when performing the duties of the office. (Refer to Section 1005 [G][1], Administrative Procedures.) 

BRIEF:
Revision of site visit frequency and duties. 

RATIONALE:
To change the number of site visits to include both the Midwinter Conference and the National Conventions. A site visit to the location of the Midwinter Conference may be necessary to look at space/room availability as this location is apt to change every three (3) years. Initial site visits are required for the National Convention as well as a final walk through prior to the Convention to assign rooms for the Auxiliary meetings and Ship Store. Attendance on the Host Convention Committee Zoom Meetings are important to ensure you, as the Auxiliary’s member, have the most up to date information to share with the members of the Auxiliary. 

EFFECTIVE DATE: 
This amendment, if approved by the voting delegates at the National Convention in Indianapolis, Indiana, August 2026 will become effective upon the approval of the Marine Corps League Judge Advocate but no later than 01 January 2027.
