SUBJECT:	In compliance with Article Eight, Section 800 of the National Bylaws, Marine Corps League Auxiliary, I hereby submit, in typewritten form, the following amendment to: ARTICLE ONE – NATIONAL CONVENTIONS - SECTION 125 - ELECTION 

CURRENTLY READS
SECTION 125 - ELECTION
(A) 	The election of the National Officers shall be the last order of business of the National Convention. The election of the National President, National Senior Vice President, National Junior Vice President and National Judge Advocate shall be by Roll Call vote, in this order, properly recorded. If only one nomination is made for the office, the Secretary may cast a unanimous vote for the office. When two or more nominations are made for the same office, the election may be by Roll Call vote or secret ballot. Motion must be made prior to starting election of officers.

(B) 	Before voting begins, the National President shall select two (2) Past National Presidents and two (2) Department Presidents (may be past or present) to supervise voting and correctly tally votes cast. Two (2) shall act as Tellers and two (2) as Judges.

AMEND TO READ:
SECTION 125 – ELECTION
(A) 	The election of the National Officers shall be the last order of business of the National Convention. The election of the National President, National Senior Vice President, National Junior Vice President and National Judge Advocate shall be by the secretary casting a unanimous vote for the office/offices of unopposed candidates. When there are two (2) or more nominees for the same office the voting process for that office shall be by
(a) 	Roll Call Vote requested by any ten (10) registered and approved Delegates. The vote will be cast by a unit’s duly credentialed delegate, who will vote their Unit’s membership strength as determined by National Headquarters and the Credentials Committee Chair. 
(b)	If no Roll Call vote is requested there will be a Ballot Vote. All duly credentialed members shall receive either a slated ballot, where they will place a check mark next to name of the candidate of their choice or a blank piece of paper where they will print the entire name of their candidate of choice. Completed ballots will be placed in a sealed container and to be counted and documented by the election Tellers and Judges.
(c)	The motion for a Roll Call vote must be made prior to the start of the election process for the office(s) where there are two (2) or more candidates.
(d)	Voting for officers when there are two or more candidates for the same position can only be done by one of the means as indicated above. Voting options for the same position can never be combined. 

(B) 	Before voting begins, the National President shall select two (2) Past National Presidents and two (2) Department Presidents (may be past or present) to supervise voting and correctly tally votes cast. There shall be one (1) Past National President and one (1) Department President as judges and one (1) Past National President and one (1) Department President as tellers. Upon completion of the vote the tally sheets shall be initialed and dated by each teller and judge. All Tally sheets and secret ballots shall be placed in an envelope. The envelope will be sealed with each judge & teller placing their initials across the seal. The envelope will then be given to the National Secretary who will place tape over the seal, The envelope will be dated and marked as “Tally Sheets or Secret Ballots” 00/00/0000 National Convention, City & State were convention was held and taken back to National Headquarters where the envelope will be kept in a file for a period of one (1) year.. 

BRIEF:
Revision of (A) and (B) of the current bylaw. 

RATIONALE:
To clarify Roll Call Vote and Secret Ballot Vote as it pertains to the election of National Officers when one or more person is seeking the same office. To ensure the positions of 
Judge and Teller are each made up of a Past National President and a Department President. To clarify what is to be done with the tally sheets and ballots upon completion of the vote. 

EFFECTIVE DATE: 
This amendment, if approved by the voting delegates at the National Convention in Indianapolis, Indiana, August 2026 will become effective upon the approval of the Marine Corps League Judge Advocate but no later than 01 January 2027.
