SUBJECT:	In compliance with Article Eight, Section 800 of the National Bylaws, Marine Corps League Auxiliary, I hereby submit, in typewritten form, the following amendment to: ARTICLE FIVE – UNITS – SECTION 504

Section 504 – Treasurer’s Responsibilities – 990/990N and Annual Filings
(A) The Unit Treasurer shall be responsible for the filing of the Unit’s annual 990/990N to the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) and the Annual Department of State (Incorporation) filings as mandated by the state in which the Unit is located.

(B) Upon receipt of the 990/990N filing acceptance and the filling confirmation from the Department of State and/or other regulatory agencies the Unit Treasurer shall forward a copy (either electronically or via USPS) to the Department Treasurer who will retain a copy for the Department’s files and forward a copy to National Headquarters, the Division Vice, and the National Insurance, EIN & Incorporation Compliance Chair.

Brief: Add section 504

Rational: The Unit Treasurer is the one who should be preparing and sending the filings to the Internal Revenue Service and to the Department of State and/or other regulatory agencies as required as they pertain to Annual filings. Having the Unit Treasurer send the acknowledgements to the Department Treasurer will ensure the Unit is in good standing as it relates to the filing of Reports. (Chapter Eight Section 850)

EFFECTIVE DATE: 
This amendment, if approved by the voting delegates at the National Convention in Indianapolis, Indiana, August 2026 will become effective upon the approval of the Marine Corps League Judge Advocate but no later than 01 January 2027.
