It shall serve as a collective advisory body to the National President and the National Board of Trustees. The Council shall be charged with the responsibility of providing assistance… It shall have no vote and shall not be considered in determining a quorum for National Board of Trustees Meetings.”

“The Past National Presidents’ Council shall be an integral part of the National Staff. It shall serve solely as a collective advisory body to the National President and National Board of Trustees. The Council shall provide assistance and recommendations when requested. Members of the Council, other than the Junior Past National President, shall have no ruling or governing authority, no supervisory role over any elected or appointed officer, and no vote. They shall not be considered in determining a quorum for National Board of Trustees Meetings. Their role is strictly advisory.”

[bookmark: _ihg8ki1ltpmx]BRIEF: Adds explicit language clarifying that Past National Presidents, other than the Junior Past National President, serve strictly in an advisory capacity, without ruling or governing authority.

RATIONALE: While the current bylaws state that the Past National Presidents’ Council is advisory and without a vote, in practice, Past National Presidents often attempt to exercise ruling or supervisory authority. This amendment reinforces their advisory-only status and preserves the authority of duly elected and appointed officers, while retaining the Junior Past National President as a full voting member of the Board of Trustees.

This amendment, if approved by the voting delegates at the National Convention, will become effective upon approval by the National Marine Corps League Judge Advocate, but no later than 01 January 2027.
